Drivers Briefing 08:30-08:45, Start of Qualifying 09:00, Finish of the Racing 18:00, Prize giving ceremony 18:15

Free Practice
There is control in free practice, which requires you to use only legal frequencies, which are posted on the official list. 

Scrutineering
All cars have to pass technical inspection prior to the qualifying session. Technical inspection will be open from 08.00 to

09.00, so be sure to get your car through tech early enough, and do not wait until the last minute.

We will also check cars randomly after each heat; it’s the driver’s responsibility to ensure their cars pass ALL rules!  
Qualifying

There will be 3 rounds on Sunday using the standard FTQ system on Sunday. Only a driver’s best heat will be used to determine which Final they will race in. 

Heats will start by staggered numbers; a random selection chosen by the computer for round 1, thereafter the driver with the fastest time up to that round will start first.

Finals
These will be run in the conventional format i.e. A to Z. Touring Cars will have a 3 leg ‘A’ final; all other finals will be over 2 legs. 

Trophies will be supplied for the 1st three in all finals. The "Scottish Indoor Grand Prix Super Touring Champion" will receive a large silver cup to keep for one year. There is also a silver cup for whoever sets FTD, which is also held for one year.

Drivers Briefing

This will be held at 08:30 until 08:45, if you have any questions regarding the running of the meeting please raise them at this time.

Race Starts

The race start will be at 09.00 and cars will be lined up in the order as described in qualifying. Cars should get to the grid 2min before the start. For qualifying, drivers will start when their car number is announced; failure to start prior to the first car crossing the line to complete a lap will result in your individual 5 minutes being started automatically for you.

Results

Results will be posted at the end of each race but we will have distributed information via pc’s/monitors where you can check the positions after every lap completed. You are welcome to bring your own pc or pda.

Penalties
Hopefully this will not be needed!

But if needed penalties will be given, they will be spoken-out as they happen. Length of penalty will depend on type of incident, the following are just guidelines for your information (the race-director will make the decision):

- 
Bad Driving: 1 lap - Under 20g too light at tech. inspection: 1 lap

· Corner Cutting: 1 lap - 20 to 50g too light at tech. inspection: 2 laps

· Bad Behavior on Rostrum: 2 laps – Motor/Cells failed at tech. inspection: Lose time

Pit Area
There is NO SMOKING in the entire school. Smoking is only allowed outside the school building as per the Scottish smoking legislation. Tables and chairs will supplied for everyone, but please supply a towel to work on to save damaging the surface. Mains power (230V) will be available to all drivers. IMPORTANT: All 230V equipment must be electrically tested and certificate available on the day before plugged in, failure to supply certificate could result in equipment being unplugged. We will try and make this test available on the day (approx £2 per item), subject to a qualified electrician being available, however please make your own arrangements just in case. All visitors to the school are required to wear training shoes. Table supplied by the school MUST be covered.

AMBrc
IMPORTANT: The race will be run with the AMBrc system. Each driver that has their own transponder (don’t forget to write your transponders ID-number onto the entry form) will benefit from lap times during open practice! You can get personnel transponders online at http://www.amb-it.com/amb.asp or from BBk Software http://www.bbksoftware.com/, there will also be a limited number available for sale on the day. Any driver without a personnel transponder will be supplied with a rechargeable transponder. Personnel transponders will be included in the weight of the car, rechargeable Transponders will not.
